When the following proceedings, among others, were had and done, to-wit: 
 

WHEREAS, the Colorado legislature is discussing a renewable energy 
standard for our state, and; 

WHEREAS, the legislation is especially important to counties of Colorado 
because of the benefits for economic development as well as health and 
environment, and; 

WHEREAS, Colorado currently produces less than one percent o fits 
electricity from renewable sources, and; 

WHEREAS, the National Renewable Energy Laboratory found that Colorado 
is one of the top twelve states for wind potential, top five for solar and 
geothermal, and has strong biomass potential.  There are no other states that 
rank as high in all categories, and; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED, the Ouray County 
Board of Commissioners does hereby urge the Colorado legislature and 
Governor Owens to implement a renewable energy standard that will require ten 
percent of the state’s Public Utilities Commission regulated electricity to come 
from renewable resources by the year 2010.
